2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE 

Mayor Powers let the pledge of allegiance. 

 

3. ROLL CALL 

Councilmembers Tom Cooley, Phil Oels, Mayor Pro Tem Pat Morton, and Mayor Bill 

Powers responded to the roll call. City Manager Lauren Knox, City Attorney Steve Gross, 

Finance Officer Susan Scarlett, and Deputy City Clerk Tara Kindall were also present. 

Councilmember Stan Peiler was absent. 

 

4. PUBLIC COMMENT 

BJ does not want the proposed paving to narrow the highway in Portola. There were no 

other citizens who wished to comment.  

 

5. CITY COMMUNICATIONS 

 

A. City Council Communications/Committee Reports 

 

Councilmember Oels reported that he did not attend any meetings, but he did 

submit the Fire Wise application.  

 

Councilmember Cooley reported that he attended a Sheriff’s Contract Ad Hoc 

meeting, a Fire Study Group meeting kick off with consultants, and a LAFCo 

meeting. 

 

Mayor Pro Tem Morton reported that she attended two Sheriff’s Ad Hoc committee 

meetings and a Fire Study Group meeting. 

 

Mayor Powers reported that he attended a LAFCo meeting, he and Lauren met with 

Hannah Hepner and Danielle, he also attended a STAC Committee meeting which 

is a subcommittee of the Transportation Commission. 

 

B. Staff Communications

Melissa Klundby with Air Quality reported that we are in the winter curtailment 

period now.  

 

C. City Manager Report 

City Manager Knox reported that the Old Town Christmas and Renegade Light 

Parade planning is underway. Currently, the Marketplace will be downtown from 

3-7 PM with, hopefully, a raffle for the kids, the Renegade Light Parade will begin 

lining up at 5:15 and begin at 5:30. The route takes approximately 45 minutes. Still 

working on some of the other pieces for that event. There was a request to have a 

community meeting regarding the Disc Golf Course to talk about the area and 

desired outcomes. She was involved with the Sheriff AD Hoc Committee meeting, 

the LESSG meeting, and met with Hannah Hepner. She also reported that Karen 

Downs, the City Planner, has been working on the General Plan update to include 

items following the Community Development Committee meetings. She also 

attended a SCORE Board meeting and training.

7. ORDER OF BUSINESS 

 

A. Resolution No. 2489 Concerning COVID Remote Meetings. 

Deputy City Clerk Kindall presented for Council’s consideration Resolution No. 

2489 which re-ratifies the proclamation of a state of emergency and re-authorizing 

remote teleconference meeting of the legislative bodies of the City of Portola. 

Councilmember Cooley moved and Councilmember Oels seconded a motion to 

adopt Resolution No. 2486: 

A Resolution of the City Council of the City of Portola proclaiming 

a local emergency persists, re-ratifying the proclamation of a state 

of emergency by the Governor of California Executive Order N-29-

20, and re-authorizing remote teleconference meetings of the 
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legislative bodies of the City of Portola for the period of November 

13, 2021 to December 13, 2021 pursuant to Brown Act provisions. 

Roll call vote, yes: Cooley, Oels, Morton, and Powers. So carried. 

Roll call vote, no: none. 

Roll call vote, absent: Peiler. 

 

B. Holiday Schedule. 

Deputy City Clerk Kindall reviewed the annual holiday schedule for the 

Thanksgiving and Christmas holidays. Normally, the second meeting in the months 

of November and December are cancelled due to their close proximity to the 

holidays, however, the second meeting in December, the 22nd, needs to be kept on 

Council’s calenda to allow for a public hearing. 

Mayor Pro Tem Morton moved and Councilmember Oels seconded a motion to 

cancel the Regular meeting of November 24, 2021. 

Roll call vote, yes: Cooley, Oels, Morton, and Powers. So carried. 

Roll call vote, no: none. 

Roll call, absent: Peiler. 

 

C. SB1383 Resolution No. 2490 – CalRecycle Organic Waste. 

City Manager Knox reviewed SB 1383, legislation that would institute mandatory 

organic collection services. Tom Valentino, our Solid Waste Consultant expanded 

further that for rural communities within California, such as ours, an exemption can 

be obtained for a five-year period.  

Councilmember Oels moved and Councilmember Cooley seconded a motion to 

approve Resolution No. 2490 to obtain an exemption from organic waste collection 

requirements until December 31, 2026. 

A Resolution of the City Council of the City of Portola affirming an 

exemption from the requirements of mandatory organics collection 

services. 

Roll call vote, yes: Cooley, Oels, Morton, and Powers. So carried. 

Roll call vote, no: none.  

Roll call vote, absent: Peiler. 

 

D. Intermountain Disposal (IMD) Automated Side Loader Request. 

City Manager Knox state that the City has received a request from IMD to use an 

automated side loader, which would require that the all customers stop using their 

own trash can and begin to use the waste carts provided by IMD. This would 

increase the cost of the service to our citizens. Out of 788 total residential 

customers, 183 supply their own cans. IMD has agreed to waive the waste cart 

delivery fee if this is approved. A brief discussion ensued. 

Councilmember Cooley moved and Councilmember Oels seconded a motion to 

direct staff to amend the Franchise Agreement with IMD to allow for their 

requested use of an automated side loader. 
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Roll call vote, yes: Cooley, Oels, Morton, and Powers. So carried. 

Roll call vote, no: none. 

Roll call vote, absent: Peiler. 

 

E. Code Enforcement Presentation. 

Code Enforcement Officer Irma Gowin gave a thorough presentation and 

overview of code enforcement services. A brief discussion ensued. 

 

F. COVID-19 Update. 

City Manager Knox reviewed the essential worker pay that was instituted 

at the beginning of the pandemic. It was not known at that time that this 

would continue for over a year. The employees understood that this was a 

temporary increase and now that significant measures have been put in place 

to ensure employee and customer safety, so it’s time for Council to think 

about how they would like to proceed. A brief discussion ensued. Mayor 

Pro Tem Morton moved and Councilmember Cooley seconded a motion to 

discontinue the essential worker pay by the end of the current pay period. 

Roll call vote, yes: Cooley, Oels, Morton, and Powers. So carried. 

Roll call vote, no: none. 

Roll call vote, absent: Peiler 

City Manager Knox also mentioned that there is a program from the State 

about utility bills in arrears, so that is being looked at to ascertain if this 

would be something the City could utilize to help with the utility customers 

impacted by the pandemic. 

 

8. Closed Session – Conference with Legal Counsel – Anticipated Litigation. 

Closed session pursuant to Government Code section §54956.9(d)(2), one case. 

Mayor Powers recessed the Regular meeting at 7:58 p.m. to go into closed session.

The Lost & Found Gravel Grinder 2022 Bike Race is in the planning stages. The day of the race is Saturday, June 

4th. You will find attached a report (Attachment 1) from Sierra Buttes Trail Stewardship giving a brief summary 

of last year’s race and a plan, request, and budget for this year’s race for Council’s consideration. 

 

2019’s event sold out and having the Portola City Park as the venue was a great success. The plan for 2022 is to 

expand the race to include 2000 racers and an added e-bike category to allow for greater participation. The race 

will again start and end in Portola with a “bigger and better” after party there.  

 

This event brings in a significant number of people to Portola and the hope is to not only boost tourism during 

the event, but also highlight Portola so event goers will come back to enjoy the area anytime. A key strategy to 

be successful in doing this is to enhance community engagement so that overall awareness of the event is 

heightened. It will be important to promote the event to local businesses and residents so they are aware of the 

benefits to them and Portola. This is an opportunity to build a great annual event that everyone looks forward to. 

 

A few of the requests for this year’s event are: 

• More road closures on South Gulling Street 

• More traffic control on the bridge during the race 

• Maintaining adequate shower temperatures at the pool  

• Expand camping 

• Having the City manage the porta-potty’s; making sure they are clean and well stocked 

• Increase community engagement 

• Have the City be the co-applicant with Sierra Buttes for the CalTrans permit 

• Incorporate kid’s races coordinated by the City 

• Financial commitment of $16,847 (Attachment 2)

At the September 22, 2021, City Attorney Steve Gross updated council concerning Assembly Bill 361, signed 

by Governor Gavin Newsom on September 16, 2021, which extends the Brown Act modifications that have 

been in effect since March of 2020. This bill allows the following:  

 

• While maintain transparency and public access, local agencies would be able to meet remotely 

during a declared state of emergency 

• While agencies would still be required to post agendas and meeting information, agencies would 

not be required to post meeting notices and/or agendas at all teleconference locations when 

remotely meeting during an emergency 

• While the public must continue to have access to the remote meeting and provided the ability to 

make public comment, agencies would not be required to make all remote meeting sites 

accessible to the public, nor include the remote location details in the meeting notice or agenda 

during a declared state of emergency 

• Additionally, agency board members would not be required to be a remote site within the 

territorial bounds of the agency during a declared state of emergency. 

 

City Attorney Gross explained that this resolution would be coming before Council approximately every 30 

days for review and reconsideration by Council. Previous Resolutions and time periods: Resolution No. 2486 

for October 13, 2021 through November 13, 2021; Resolution No. 2489 November 13, 2021 through December 

13, 2021; Resolution No. 2492 for December 13, 2021 through January 12, 2022; and Resolution No. 2496 for 

January 12, 2022 through February 11, 2022. 

 

Recommendation: 

 

Adopt Resolution No. 2500: A Resolution of the City Council of the City of Portola proclaiming a local 

emergency persists, re-ratifying the proclamation of a state of emergency by Governor of California Executive 

Order N-29-20, and re-authorize remote teleconference meetings of the legislative bodies of the City of Portola 

for the period of February 12, 2022 through March 11, 2022 pursuant to Brown Act provisions.

RESOLUTION NO. 2500 

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PORTOLA 

PROCLAIMING A LOCAL EMERGENCY PERSISTS, RE-RATIFYING THE 

PROCLAMATION OF A STATE OF EMERGENCY BY GOVERNOR OF 

CALIFORNIA MARCH 4, 2020, AND RE-AUTHORIZING REMOTE 

TELECONFERENCE MEETINGS OF THE LEGISLATIVE BODIES OF THE CITY OF 

PORTOLA FOR THE PERIOD OF FEBRUARY 12, 2022 TO MARCH 11, 2022 

PURSUANT TO BROWN ACT PROVISIONS. 

 

WHEREAS, the City of Portola is committed to preserving and nurturing public access and 

participation in meetings of the City Council; and  

 

WHEREAS, all meetings of the City of Portola’s legislative bodies are open and public, as 

required by the Ralph M. Brown Act (Cal. Gov. Code 54950 – 54963), so that any member of the 

public may attend, participate, and watch the City’s legislative bodies conduct their business; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Brown Act, Government Code section 54953(e), makes provision for remote 

teleconferencing participation in meetings by members of a legislative body, without compliance 

with the requirements of Government Code section 54953(b)(3), subject to the existence of certain 

conditions; and 

 

WHEREAS, a required condition is that a state of emergency is declared by the Governor pursuant 

to Government Code section 8625, proclaiming the existence of conditions of disaster or of 

extreme peril to the safety of persons and property within the state caused by conditions as 

described in Government Code section 8558; and  

 

WHEREAS, a proclamation is made when there is an actual incident, threat of disaster, or extreme 

peril to the safety of persons and property within the jurisdictions that are within the City’s 

boundaries, caused by natural, technological or human-caused disasters; and 

 

WHEREAS, it is further required that state or local officials have imposed or recommended 

measures to promote social distancing, or, the legislative body meeting in person would present 

imminent risks to the health and safety of attendees; and  

 

WHEREAS, the Governor of California issued a proclamation of a state of emergency March 4, 

2020 and the City Council of the City of Portola previously proclaimed by Official Proclamation 

on March 19, 2020, finding that the requisite conditions exist for the legislative bodies of the City 

of Portola to conduct remote teleconference meetings without compliance with paragraph (3) of 

subdivision (b) of section 54953; and  

 

WHEREAS, as a condition of extending the use of the provisions found in section 54953(e), the 

City Council must reconsider the circumstances of the state of emergency that exists in the City of 

Portola, and the City Council has done so; and  

 

WHEREAS, emergency conditions persist in the City of Portola specifically, a novel coronavirus, 

COVID-19, which symptoms include fever, cough, and shortness of breath with outcomes ranging 

from mild to severe illness, and in some cases death; and 

 

WHEREAS, Plumas County, where the residents of the City of Portola reside, reports that many 

cases of COVID-19 and its variants continue to be contracted regularly within the county; and   

 

WHEREAS, the City of Portola does hereby find that the Existence of a Local Emergency due to 

the COVID-19 Pandemic has caused, and will continue to cause, conditions of peril to the safety 

of persons within the City that are likely to be beyond the control of services, personnel, 

equipment, and facilities of the City of Portola and desires to affirm a local emergency exists and 

re-ratify the proclamation of state of emergency by the Governor of the State of California; and 

 

WHEREAS, as a consequence of the local emergency persisting, the City Council does hereby 

find that the legislative bodies of the City of Portola shall continue to conduct their meetings 

without compliance with paragraph (3) of subdivision (b) of Government Code section 54953, as

authorized by subdivision (e) of section 54953, and that such legislative bodies shall continue to 

comply with the requirements to provide the public with access to the meetings as prescribed in 

paragraph (2) of subdivision (e) of section 54953; and   

 

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Portola has been conducting meeting via live 

streaming at: https://zoom.us/j/3583067836 or by phone at: 1.669.900.6833, meeting ID 358 306 

7836 so that the public may participate in the City Council meetings; 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PORTOLA DOES 

HEREBY RESOLVE AS FOLLOWS: 

 

Section 1. Recitals. The Recitals set forth above are true and correct and are incorporated into this 

Resolution by this reference. 

 

Section 2. Affirmation that Local Emergency Persists. The City Council hereby considers the 

conditions of the state of emergency in the City of Portola and proclaims that a local emergency 

persists throughout the City, and the novel coronavirus, COVID-19, continues to persist within the 

City as well as throughout Plumas County at a rate that poses significant risk to the health of all 

citizens. 

 

Section 3. Re-ratification of Governor’s Proclamation of a State of Emergency. The City Council 

hereby ratifies the Governor of the State of California’s Proclamation of State of Emergency, 

effective as of its issuance date of March 19, 2020 . 

 

Section 4. Remote Teleconference Meetings. The City Manager and legislative bodies of the City 

of Portola are hereby authorized and directed to take all actions necessary to carry out the intent 

and purpose of this Resolution including, continuing to conduct open and public meetings in 

accordance with Government Code section 54953(e) and other applicable provisions of the Brown 

Act. 

 

Section 5. Effective Date of Resolution. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its 

adoption and shall be effective until the earlier of (i) January 12, 2022, or such time the City 

Council adopts a subsequent resolution in accordance with Government Code section 54953€(3) 

to extend the time during which the legislative bodies of the City of Portola may continue to 

teleconference without compliance with paragraph (3) of subdivision (b) of section 54953.
