1. CALL TO ORDER 
 
Mayor Powers called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm. 
 

2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE 
 
Mayor Powers led the Council in a moment of silence and the reciting of the pledge of allegiance.

The Council determined the following: to not purchase a pool heater (as there is the possibility it will be 
donated) and to exclude the purchase of a dump bed truck.  The Council also determined that this year the 
donation to the Eastern Plumas Chamber trade show attendance will not be included in the budget, the city 
will postpone the replacement of the solar lights at the City of Portola Park, Staff will continue to seek a 
grant for the arsenic wellhead treatment plant; and that the utility rate study, master plans and joy way vault 
purchase will be postponed this budget cycle.

Councilmember Oels seconded 
the motion and it was unanimously approved.
